· No other variation of black (i.e. patterned / pinstriped)
· No skinny-fit, skin-tight or stretch fabric

	Black knee-length school skirt worn with plain black opaque tights or plain black knee length socks
	No alternatives are acceptable. For example: 
· No tube skirts
· No skater skirts
· No patterned skirts
· No patterned socks/tights

	Plain black low-heeled shoes.
Pupils can choose to wear a wider range of black shoes (such as Black Nike air style shoes or similar).

These shoes are commonly sold as ‘school shoes’ in shops, including sports shops.


	These must have no coloured, grey or white markings, and no coloured, grey or white laces.
Soles to shoes must be low/standard.  No platforms, air bubble soles etc.
No alternative to shoes are acceptable, including:

· Pupils must wear black socks (other colours are not permitted)

	Plain black coat
	No alternatives are acceptable.  For example:
· No hoodies
· No denim
· No leather
· No corduroy
· Names/logos should be small, discrete and inoffensive.
· No pictorial images are allowed


· Jewellery – In addition to a wrist-watch, pupils are allowed to wear one stud earring in each earlobe only.  These must be removed for physical education lessons. No other jewellery or piercings are allowed. 

· Nail varnish – No forms of nail varnish are allowed including gel polish. No false nails are allowed including acrylic full sets and tips. Natural nails must be kept at a suitable, safe length.
· Hair – Pupils are not allowed to have extreme haircuts. Only basic hair accessories are to be worn.
· Make-up – No make-up is to be worn.

· School bags – These must be suitable for school, to include rucksacks, satchels and other back packs.

· Labelling – All clothing should be clearly marked with the pupil’s name.

3. MyED School Communication App

Newbridge School has its own school communication app, MyEd. It boasts the following features

· instant messaging from school for important announcements

· easy access to the school website, Twitter account and your ParentPay account

· viewing the online school calendar

· checking examinations information

· finding contact details for staff

· the ability to check your child’s attendance record 

· the option for you to update your contact information quickly 
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The app is easily downloaded to almost all devices, including most phones and tablets.
4. The Biometric Cashless System for Payments 

We use this system for pupils to buy their food in school.
This is a computerised system.  Pupils pay their money into a machine.  They each have a named area in the machine and the money is allocated to their account.  Pupils can then pay for lunch without using cash and money is deducted from their account automatically.  
There are 2 ways pupils can use this system:
1. A finger recognition system or

2. A swipe card

The finger recognition system means that pupils do not have to worry about carrying or losing their card and is the one used by the majority of our pupils.  We will write to you about this again in September.

Parents and pupils will be able to make the decision about which system to use in September, when we will write to you again on this matter and ask you your preferred payment option.  In the meantime pupils should bring money to pay for lunch each day at the start of term.

We have a variety of things on offer.  £3 per day will cover all options.

5. Managing Possessions During the School Day

Pupils need to keep their bags and possessions with them throughout the day.   We strongly advise that no personal or valuable possessions are brought into school.  The school cannot take responsibility for these items.  This includes mobile phones, purses and wallets.

6. Medical Issues

Specific staff are trained in first aid procedures.

Pupils who do not feel well usually inform their teacher during lesson times or pastoral or support staff at other times.  Where necessary pupils are given a quiet place to sit and medical attention if required.  The office staff will telephone parents if necessary and pupils feeling ill are overseen by our office staff.

In general if your child is feeling unwell in the morning, our advice is to send him/her to school.   Many children feel better once they are with friends and in routine.   If they are not we will contact you.

7.  .Attendance and Punctuality

Good attendance and punctuality are crucial to your child’s success and are expected of each pupil.
· Attendance – We expect 100% attendance of every child.   Attendance is reported in your child’s reports every year.  Good attendance matters to the learning and future chances of your child. 
· Punctuality – Pupils are expected to arrive on time.  Arriving after the tutor and bell will lead to a late mark.  Pupils should arrive 5 minutes early (Allowance is made however should a school bus be delayed).

All pupils will be set homework regularly and given deadlines by their teachers for its handing in.  These deadlines are always written down in your child’s planner which we ask you to look at daily and sign weekly.

Any queries or concerns regarding homework can be noted in the planner for your child’s teacher or tutor.

· Always strive to do your best
· Catch up on any work missed due to absence
· Always aim to meet your school targets
· Be polite and honest; respect staff and each other
· Respect the school environment and keep our school tidy
· Always wear your school uniform correctly and with pride in and out of school
· Move sensibly and quietly around the school, keeping to the left
· Make sure you have the necessary equipment for each day
· Represent our school well on all occasions
· Mobile phones are not allowed to be seen or heard in school – this is to ensure that learning is the key focus in lessons, and to encourage communication at break and lunch times
